 (The program will begin with welcome drinks at 5.00pm on Monday 21st
and conclude with breakfast on Friday 25th. Presentations, field trips etc. will be scheduled over the Tuesday - Thursday)
a short break based at a quality motel located on the waterfront in Kingscote, the main community on Kangaroo Island; includes participation in an exclusively arranged program of lectures, meetings, visits and field trips designed to ensure you experience the diversity of the flora, fauna and natural beauty of the island and explore its history and culture as well as enjoying the agricultural produce and wine for which 
the island is becoming increasingly well known. 

Transport between Adelaide and the venue is included. 
COST: from $1045 per person

What is included:

· a program of presentations, discussions and field trips;
· transport between Adelaide and the venue and all transport associated with field trips;
· accommodation on a double/twin share basis for four nights – single occupancy of rooms is available at an additional cost (see further information below)
· all meals and refreshments;
· pre-dinner drinks every evening;
· the support throughout of experienced MindVentures hosts.
Not included:
· travel to and from Adelaide;
· wine and other drinks purchased with meals or on other occasions; and
· items of a personal nature.
The location

Kangaroo Island is a land mass approximately 150km in length, about 45 minutes off the coast of South Australia and roughly 110km south-west of Adelaide. As a consequence of being isolated from the mainland, and therefore not being affected by a number of introduced species such as rabbits and foxes, the island has remained a haven for an extraordinary diversity of native wildlife (including sealions, fur seals, endemic kangaroos, wallabies, koalas, echidnas, platypus and goannas and many rarely seen bird species) and boasts a vast range of flora. As a consequence the island has been described as "the closest to what temperate Australia was like at the time of European settlement”.  In addition the island has a spectacular natural environment, including many beaches and the island’s famous sand dunes. The site of the first official European settlement in South Australia Kangaroo Island also has a rich history and cultural heritage and is the site of increasingly diverse, and distinctive, food and wine production.
The venue

This MindVentures program will use as a base the Kangaroo Island Seaview Motel. The motel is located right on the waterfront near the centre of the island’s main community centre, Kingscote. Most rooms are located on the ground floor and have ocean views. Rooms may be occupied on either a twin/double or single basis; (rooms have a Queen plus a single bed); single occupancy is available at an additional cost of $62 per night). (Other accommodation options in the motel are available, including accommodation in a small older building, with shared facilities, at considerably lower cost. This will be explained on enquiry.) Meals will be taken in the motel’s restaurant, at nearby restaurants or as part of field trips.
The program

As usual there will be a specially devised program of meetings and visits designed to allow participants to experience and discover different aspects of the island’s environment and of the current activities of its people. The broad aim will be to have you leave feeling that you have had both an enjoyable but stimulating time and gained a good overview of the island, its environment and its people.

Travel & Transport
Transport between Adelaide and the venue (including the ferry crossing to the island) at the beginning, and end, of the program will be provided and is included in the cost. Adelaide is well-serviced by all forms of transport. There are several flights per day to and from the city, including direct flights from Brisbane. (At the time of writing the cost of these is from $139 one-way – considerably cheaper in the case of Tiger Airways). Cost adjustments will be made for participants who do not wish to use all, or some, of the Adelaide-Kangaroo Island transport. 

Booking and payment

Enrolments should be made before 21 December 2010 and may be secured by a Booking Fee of $25. A Deposit of $200 is required by 14 January 2011 and the balance of payment two weeks prior to the date of the program. Deposits and payments are non-refundable as a matter of course, but may be refunded in whole or in part according to advance payments which MindVentures has been required to make. Booking Fees are refundable only if the program is full or cancelled, but may otherwise be carried forward to a future MindVentures program.
