RN546 – ROCKHAMPTON AND THE CAPRICORN COAST
TUESDAY 3 to SATURDAY 7 MAY, 2011
 (The program will begin with welcome drinks at 5.00pm on Tuesday 3rd
and conclude with breakfast on Saturday 7th May. Presentations, 
field trips etc. will be scheduled over the Wednesday - Friday)
A short break based in the modern motel units attached to a heritage hotel located on the Fitzroy River and close the main business and shopping district of the city. The program includes participation in an exclusively arranged program of lectures, meetings, visits and field trips designed to ensure you experience the diversity of the city and region. Visits to the former gold-mining centre of Mount Morgan and to the Capricorn Coast to the east of the city form part of the program.
COST: from $1095 per person

What is included:

· a program of presentations, discussions and field trips;
· all transport associated with the program;
· accommodation (in motel rooms) on a double/twin share basis for four nights – single occupancy of rooms is available at an additional cost (see further information below)
· all meals and refreshments;

Not included:
· travel to and from Rockhampton and the venue;
· wine and other drinks purchased with meals or on other occasions; and
· items of a personal nature.
The location

The city of Rockhampton (population approximately 60,000) is located in central Queensland 40 km inland on the Fitzroy River, the city’s lifeline in the early days of its settlement. Situated just to the north of the Tropic of Capricorn, Rockhampton is about 600km north of Brisbane, and about 7 – 8 hours by road. The average maximum temperature at this time of the year is 26 degrees. Known as the Beef Capital of Australia the city is a major centre for the grazing industry as well as serving the growing population and economic activity oriented to the coalfields to the west. In the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries the city was given a major boost by the discovery of gold, most notably at Mount Morgan just to the west of the city. Gold was the source of much of the wealth of city at this time and the basis of much of its heritage architecture which continues to give Rockhampton a distinctive character. To the east of the city a number of towns and villages are located along the coastline (the Capricorn Coast) and themselves represent a part of Australia worth visiting.
The venue

The program will be based at the Criterion Hotel, using the hotel’s modern motel units. The hotel is very centrally located in Quay Street facing the Fitzroy River and close to the main shopping and business centre. The main hotel is a grand Victorian building dating from the nineteenth century. The modern motel units have a separate bedroom with a double bed, plus a single bed in the main motel room so are suitable for double or twin occupancy. Other accommodation is also available at considerably lower cost. These rooms have their own shower and make use of shared toilet facilities. Details will be provided on enquiry to MindVentures.
The program

As usual there will be a specially devised program of meetings and visits designed to allow participants to experience and discover different aspects of the city’s environment and of the current activities of its people. Visits to the former gold-mining town of Mount Morgan and to the towns and beaches of the Capricorn Coast to the east of the city are included. The broad aim will be to have you leave feeling that you have had both an enjoyable but stimulating time and gained a good overview of the region.
Travel & Transport
Rockhampton is readily accessed by road, rail and air. By car the city is approximately 7 to 8 hours north of Brisbane. Detailed directions to the venue will be provided as necessary. Rail services are provided by three trains: The Sunlander, the Tilt Train, and the Spirit of the Outback. By air, the city is served by all of Qantas, Virgin and Tiger airlines. (At the time of writing the one way fares are from $69 and $29 with Virgin and Tiger respectively.)
